COURSE OVERVIEW

The objective of the course is to study English and American literature of the 2™ half of the nineteenth
century as unique phenomena and to show their philosophical, ethical and aesthetical significance for teaching,
translation, editorial work and research activity.

OBJECTIVES

— to develop students’ conception about the main themes, forms, and genres of English and American lit-
eratures, and to understand the peculiarities of the literary process over time;

—to gain an understanding of some of the currents and countercurrents of nineteenth-century literature by
engaging with texts and genres germane to the period,;

— to impart to students professional literary analysis skills;

— to understand this literature in its broader social and historical context, and to understand how it reso-
nates within contemporary culture.
